BAWA is excited to host professional turner Jimmy Clewes as our featured demonstrator at 

the November 14 th  meeting.  Jimmy is one of the worldõs top woodturners and an internation-

ally -acclaimed artist, demonstrator, teacher and author, whoõs also highly entertaining.  His 

charming British style, creative mind, quick unending wit and audience bantering personal-

ity make him popular in the turning demonstration circuit.  
 

The Board is also pleased to announce that attendance will be 

free to BAWA members éé so no excuses for not sticking 

around for the afternoon!  The demonstration starts around 9:30 

am and will end by 5:00 pm, so show up early for a good vantage 

point.  
 

Note that the meeting will not be held at the San Ramon Senior 

Center; rather it will be at Castro Valley High School .  The 

school is located at 19400 Santa Maria Avenue, but the meeting 

will be held in the cafeteria which is actually on Mabel Avenue 

on the south side of the campus.  The cafeteria is a large facility 

with tons of floor space, a stage and a very high ceiling, and 

looks to have been a gym in a previous life!  So thereõs plenty of 

room to spread out and get comfortable.  
 

 

 

Several projects will be demonstrated during the 

day, including Jimmyõs famous oriental winged 

lidded box, a long stem goblet with a captured 

ring, and his African drum box with an ebony lid 

and silver rod inlay.  Jimmyõs demonstrations 

will be interspersed with discussions on design, 

shape, form, aesthetics, coloring, and òyesó, his 

unique humor and style of woodturning .  A 

fourth project is planned if time permits .

He received Honors Degrees with special em-

phasis on 3 dimensional design. With that focus, he began to specialize 

in designing and making furniture which was influenced by Japanese 

tools and design.  It was during his time in college that his interest in 

woodturning was rekindled. The combination of his college education, 

his limitless imagination and his professional skills was a perfect fit for 

Jimmy to  pursue his creative abilities as a woodturner and to take that 

ability to the next level.  
 

Jimmy now has over 22 years of professional experience in woodturning, 

and has demonstrated across the United States, Europe, Canada and New Zealand.  Origi-

nally from the north east of England, Jimmy now lives in Las Vegas and teaches in his new 

workshop.  He has produced critically acclaimed DVD sets, including Turnaround with Jimmy 

Clewes, Turn It On , Turn It Up , Turning the World , and his latest  production  Back to  Basics. 
 

As noted earlier the demonstration is free of charge to BAWA members, the Castro Valley 

High School staff, and students 18 years and younger.  The general public is invited as well, 

but will be charged an entrance fee of $25 for the day.  
 

Jimmyõs a bit of a renegade, a free thinker and does things his own way.  Who else would put 

a 3ó x 5ó hunk of 12ó long hardwood on a lathe and spin it at 3000 rpm!  But donõt be mislead, 

heõs an entertaining demonstrator with a lot of information to share, regardless of your experi-

ence or skill level.

From I-580 Heading West: 
 

When entering Castro Valley on I-580 from the east, take exit 37 toward Castro Valley.  At the first 
stop light turn left onto East Castro Valley Boulevard and drive west approximately 1.2 miles to Red-
wood Boulevard.  Turn right and drive north about 0.5 miles to Mabel Avenue and turn left.  Castro 
Valley High School will be on your right and the cafeteria is the second building on your right.  You 
can park in the big lot before the cafeteria or the small lot afterwards.  The entrance to the cafeteria 
is on the west end of the building by the small lot. 
 

From I-238 Heading East: 
 

When entering Castro Valley on I-238 from the west, take exit 36A toward Castro Valley.  At the first 
stop light turn left onto Redwood Boulevard and drive north 0.9 miles to Mabel Avenue, then turn 
left.  Castro Valley High School will be on your right and the cafeteria is the second building on your 
right.  You can park in the big lot before the cafeteria or the small lot afterwards.  The entrance to the 
cafeteria is on the west end of the building by the small lot.
